Sportsfield Management Committee
The Entrance Door has been damaged so it has been closed off and the kitchen entrance is being used.
Another incident caused roof damage and police have been informed.

Roof tiles need to be replaced as well.
Insurance will only replace like for like, but it would be better to make stronger £691.  £385 to replace the tiles – partly insurance claim but £250 excess.

Total would be about £600.
Resolved – to agree to the extra expense for a stronger door and the other expenditure.

There is some extra work needed to support the MUGA  with improvements to the lighting on the footpath and walkway. A quote of  £1258 had been received from a local electrician.  
Resolved – to accept the quote.
Cllr Wardale reported that he is currently getting tenders for the refurbishment of the toilets.

MUGA update – Cllr Baker reported that is it taking shape.  Floodlights have been installed and the Village Shop has agreed to sell the tokens needed to operate them.  Site should be tarmaced shortly if the weather stays dry.

The Open day is planned provisionally for 20th or 27th September 2014.  

They are still deciding who will open the site and the press will be involved.

Netball development officers have been in touch and are interested in hiring the MUGA, but netball posts have not been included in the grant.  Humberside Netball Association has been asked if they have any funding and they are looking into this.  Need to decide if the sockets for the nets can be installed and then see if any netball clubs would be interested in purchasing nets.
Information about the VAT issues and the SFMC had been received from ERNLLCA.
