Youth Group Funding Request

Standing Orders were suspended.

Mr Hargreaves addressed the meeting updating the Parish Council on the progress of the Youth Group.  He explained that the Church had split their youth work into church based activities and the non-secular activities.  Previous funding from ERYC had been very helpful but this was withdrawn last year.


Numerous volunteers support the group.


He referred to an extract from the Church budget that had been circulated and highlighted the running costs of the group.


They had budgeted for a grant from the Parish Council which they thought had been agreed for this year.


He asked if there were any questions.  Cllr Wardale asked about the funding from Bishop Burton College which Mr Hargreaves explained was half of the funding for the Youth Worker who works 18.5 hours per week.


Mr Simpson, the Youth Worker, outlined his role in the village and in the school.  The children are encouraged to fundraise for themselves at various village events and sponsorship.


Cllr Cowey asked about numbers and Mr Simpson said they had about thirty children on their books with an average attendance of 12 children at each session.  Cllr Cowey asked if they would consider charging for attendance and Mr Simpson felt that they would consider this if necessary.  Cllr Cowey asked about children from outside the village and was told that there were only three children from Lockington.

Cllr Falkinder asked about the frequency of the sessions and was told there was one session on a Wednesday night and a table tennis evening.  The Sunday night sessions are more faith based which the Parish Council could not fund.

Cllr Wardale asked about publicity and was told that it was in the newsletter and they occasionally do a leaflet drop.


Mr Simpson also discussed the mentoring they had started and how they are trying to train up volunteers.  The table tennis team has had a good first year.  They also tried to go out and talk to children around the village.


Mr Hargreaves and Mr Simpson left the meeting.
